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EXPLANATORY NOTES

This Act amends the Food Products Act to withdraw the provisions 
that prohibit mixing a dairy product or constituent of a dairy product 
with a dairy product substitute, and preparing, offering for sale, 
selling, delivering, processing or keeping, displaying or transporting 
for the purpose of sale any dairy product substitute that is not 
designated by a regulation of the Government.
